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What if the story we were telling wasn’t 
just about me—but about we?

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The Bible doesn’t start with us. It doesn’t begin  
with our dreams, our struggles, or even our faith.  
It starts with Jesus.

It’s His story first. The story of what God has done through His Son—through 
His life, His death, His resurrection. The story of how love moved toward the 
world, even when the world pushed love away.

But here’s the beautiful thing: the story doesn’t end with Jesus alone. It 
keeps going—through His people. Through a family formed by grace, not by 
genetics. A people called the Church. A we.

The Bible tells the story of Jesus—and then the story of the people who 
follow Him. It’s a story full of broken people and unexpected heroes. Of failure 
and forgiveness. Of God sticking with His people, even when they wander.

It’s not just a story we read. It’s a story we’re in. Because following Jesus 
was never meant to be something we do by ourselves. It’s not a solo climb or a 
private journey. It’s a life we live together.

We belong to each other.

Kids who think like scientists love stories. 
They relate to a God who heals the sick, 
conquers evil, explains mysteries, performs 
miracles, overcomes death, and teaches 
them how to win at life.

 Wants to know . . .

In the elementary years, a child 
develops skills and competencies 
that equip their future.

The way a child resolves the “Do I have . . . ” 
questions of each phase provides them with 
critical knowledge and resources.

The best way to resolve an elementary 
schooler’s relational questions is to 
consistently engage their interests. 

Do I have your attention? 
In kindergarten and first grade, a child 
craves adult attention and approval.
